The property known as 1872 USH 63, Comstock, Wisconsin 54826 (“Site”) is currently owned
by Bents Motors. Environmental work was completed at this property (Site) and the site is being
submitted to the Department of Commerce for Closure.

Ground water contamination that appears to have originated on the Bents Motors property has
migrated onto the property known as Tax Parcel ID#016-3400-25-000 (“Property”)(see enclosed
map). This property is also owned by Bents Motors but because the two properties are separated
by U.S. Highway 63, this notification is required for this Closure.

The levels of petroleum contamination (benzene, ethylbenzene, Methyl Tertiary Butyl Ether
(MTBE), Naphthalene, toluene, trimethylbenzene, xylenes) in the shallow ground water on the
property are above the state ground water enforcement standards found in chapter NR 140,
Wisconsin Administrative Code. However, the environmental consultants who have investigated
this contamination have determined that this ground water contaminant plume is stable or
receding and will naturally degrade over time. They recommend allowing natural attenuation to
complete the cleanup at this site will meet the requirements for case closure that are found in
chapter NR726 and Chapter NR746, Wisconsin Administrative Code. They will be requesting
that the Department of Commerce (Department) accept natural attenuation as the final remedy for
this site and grant case closure. Closure means that the Department will not be requiring any
further investigation or cleanup action to be taken, other than the reliance on natural attenuation.
