The Wisconsin Department of Commerce (Commerce} has reviewed the request for case closure prepared by your
consultant, Meridian Environmental Consulting, LLC, for the site referenced above. Commerce has determined that
this site does not pose a significant threat to human health or the environment. No further investigation or remedial

action is necessary.

This case is now listed as "closed" on the Commerce database and will be included on the Department of Natural
Resources (DNR) Geographic Information System (GIS) Registry of Closed Remediation Sites to address residual
contamination.
