Malcolm Pirnie, Inc. (MPI), on behalf of Vulcan Brunswick Bowling Pin Company, submit this
letter to inform you about the potential groundwater impacts existing beneath Edison Street at the
above referenced address. Low concentrations of groundwater impacts originating from the
property located at 1529 North Edison Street might have migrated beneath Edison Street (see
attached figure). The level of benzene contamination in the groundwater is slightly above the
WDNR enforcement standard (see attached analytical results table). The sources of groundwater
impact, a former leaded gasoline underground storage tank and adjacent impacted soils were
removed in 1986. Based on our sampling results, the groundwater impacts did not reach the west
side of Edison Street, so the impact is expected to be limited on extent. The findings of all site
investigations have been forwarded to Mr. John Sager of WDNR at 223 E. Steinfest Road,
Antigo, Wisconsin 54409 Tel. (715) 623-4190 ext. 3125. Since groundwater levels were
recorded at depths ranging from 8 to 11.5 feet below the existing ground surface, we do not
expect the low benzene concentrations will impact the underground utility lines in the area or
future roadway improvement. Vulcan Brunswick is in the process of obtaining a case closure
with Department of Commence. You may obtain additional information regarding this incident
from WDNR under WDNR BRRTS Case #03-34-523734 or Department of Commerce under
tracking number 54409231829, If you have any questions, please do not hesitate to call.
