Since you are the owner of off-source
property with soil contamination exceeding the Wisconsin Administrative Code (WAC) Chapter NR 720 residual
contaminant level (RCL) originating from the Site at the time closure is being requested, we are required under
Chapter NR 726.05 (2) (b) 4. and (3) (a) 4. g. to send you the following notification. A copy of this letter along with
the certified mail notification of delivery receipt will be included with the closure material.

“Soil contamination that appears to have originated on the former Rudolph Standard Station property located at 109
S. 8" Street, Medford, Wisconsin has migrated onto the Alvin Rudolph Property located at 754 E. Broadway
Avenue, Medford, Wisconsin. Samples collected from a soil boring (B1300) indicate levels of Benzene and
Toluene in the soil at the Alvin Rudolph Property above the state soil residual contaminant levels (RCLs) found in
chapter NR 720, Wisconsin Administrative Code (WAC).” However, the residual soil contaminant levels do not
pose a threat to human health, welfare, or the environment “and will naturally degrade over time. We believe that
allowing natural attenuation to complete the cleanup at this site will meet the requirements for case closure that are
found in chapter NR 726 and NR 746/Comm 46, WAC, and we will be requesting that the Wisconsin Department of
Commerce (WDCOMM) accept natural attenuation as the final remedy for this site and grant case closure.
