Dear Mr. Kitchen: 

On January 22, 2004, the Sauth Central Region Closure Committee reviewed the above 
referenced case for closure. This committee reviews environmental remediation cases for 
compliance with state laws and standards to maintain consistency in the closure of these cases. 
Based on the correspondence and data provided, it appears that your case has been 
remediated to Department standards in accordance with s. NR 726.05, Wisconsin 
Administrative Code. The Department considers this case closed and no further investigation or 
remediation is required at this time. 

Please be aware that pursuant to s. 292.3 2 Wisconsin Statutes, compliance with the 
requirements of this letter is a responsibility to which you and any subsequent property owners 
must adhere. If these requirements are not followed or if additional information regarding site 
conditions indicates that contamination on or from the site poses a threat to public health, 
safety, welfare, or the environment, the Department may take enforcement action under s. 
292.1 Wisconsin Statutes to ensure compliance with the specified requirements, limitations or 
other conditions related to the property or this case may be reopened pursuant to s. NR 726.09, 
Wis. Adm. Code. 

Residual soil petroleum contamination remains on the subject properly and the East Maple 
Avenue right-of-way in the vicinity of soil sample points B and SB06 as indicated in the 
information subrniBed to the Department of Natural Resources. If soil in the specific locations 
described above is excavated in the future, the property owner at the time of excavation must 
sample and analyze the excavated soil to determine if residual contamination remains. If 
sampling confirms that contamination is present the property owner at the time of excavation will 
need to determine whether the material would be considered solid or hazardous waste and 
ensure that any storage, treatment or disposal is in compliance with applicable standards and 
rules. In addition, all current and future owners and occupants of the property need to be aware 
that excavation of the contaminated soil may pose an inhalation or other direct contact hazard 
and as a result special precautions may need to be taken to prevent a direct contact health 
threat to humans. 

On December I, 2006, your consultant MSA Professional Services notified the Department that 
monitoring wells MW4R and MW-PZ4 located on the subject property could not be properly 
abandoned because they had been paved over. You may be liable for any future problems 
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associated with monitoring wells MW4R and MW-PZ4 if they create a conduit ldr cinta;;nlnadd 
to enter groundwater. In the future, if any of the lost groundwater monitoring wells are found, 
you or any subsequent owners of the subject property are required to properly abandon the 
wells in compliance with the requirements in ch. NR 141, Wis. Adm. Code. 

Your site along with the neighboring property at 103 East Maple Street (residual-petroleum 
groundwater contamination) will be listed on the DNR Remediation and Redevelopment GIs 
Registry of Closed Remediation Sites. Information that was submitted with your closure request 
application will be included on the GIS Registry. To review the sites on the GIs Registryweb 
page, visit htfp:lldnr.wi.qovlorcflawlrriqislindex.htm. If your proper@ is listed on the GIs Registry 
because of remaining contamination and you intend to construct or reconstruct a well, you will 
need prior Department approval in accordance with s. NR 812.09(4){w), Wis. Adm. Code. To 
obtain approval, Form 3300-254 needs to be completed and submitted to the DNR Drinking and 
Groundwater program's regional water supply specialist. This form can be obtained on-line 
http:llwww.dnr.state,wi.u~/0r~lwater/dwq/33OO254,pdf or at the web address listed above for the 
GllS Registry.

Dear Mr. Kitchen: 

On January 22,2004, your second request for closure of the case described above was 
reviewed by members of the South Central Region Closure Committee. Your site was 
previously denied closure on November 6,2003. The committee reviews environmental 
remediation cases for compliance with state rules and statutes to maintain consistency in the 
closure of these cases. Closure was requested for the petroleum contamination associated witb 
the seven former leaded gasoline, fuel oil, and waste oil underground storage tanks (USTs), that 
were in use at the subject propew. 

As indicated in the information submitted to the Department, groundwater petroleum 
contamination remains on the subject properly, the East Maple Avenue right-of-way, and the 
neighboring Rogers Hotel Property. Groundwater monitoring data indicate exceedances of ch. 
NR 140, Wis. Adm. Code, Enforcement Standards for trimethylbenzenes and naphthalene. 
Also, soil contamination that exceeds ch. NR 720. Wis. Adm. Code, generic residual 
contaminant levels (RCLs) remains on the subject property and the East Maple Avenue right-of- 
way in the vicinity of soil sample points B and SB06. 

After careful review of the closure request, the Closure Committee has determined that the 
petroleum contamination appears to have been investigated and remediated to the extent 
practicable under site conditions. Your case has been remediated to Department standards in 
accordance with s. NR 726.05, Wis. Adrn. Code and will be closed if the following conditions are 
satisfied: 

MONITORING WELL ABANDONMENT 
All monitoring wells and all other boreholes installed during the course of investigation and 
remediation of the site must be properly abandoned in compliance with ch. MR 141, Wis. Adrn. 
Code. Documentation of well and borehole abandonment must be submitted to me on Form 
3300-58 found at w.dnr . s t a te .wi .~~s /o rdwate r ld~ /~!wJ  or provided by the Department of Natural 
Resources. 

WASTE AND SOIL PICE REMOVAL 
Any remaining waste andtor soil piles generated as part of site investigation or remediation 
activities must be removed from the site and disposed of or treated in accordance with 
Department of Natural Resources' rules. Please send a letter advising me that any remaining 
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waste andlor soil piles have been removed once that work is completed. .d - .-.I L -. I [ -  

Section NR 726.05(10), Wis. Adrn. Code, requires that the above conditions must be satisfied 
within 120 days of receipt of this conditional closure letter. When the above conditions have 
been satisfied, please submit the required information to me to document that applicable 
conditions have been met, and your case will be closed. Due to the presence of groundwater 
contamination-above ch.  NR 140, Wis. Adm, Code, Enforcement Standards, and soil 
contamination above ch.  NR 720 generic RCLs, the subject property and the neighboring 
Rogers Hotel property, will be listed on the DNR Remediation and Redevelopment GIs 
Registry of Closed Remediation Sites. Information that was submitted with your closure 
request application will be included an the registry. To review the sites on the GIs Registry web

If this is a PECFA site, section 1111.143, Wis. Stats. requires that PECFA claimants seeking 
reimbursement of interest costs, for sites with petroleum contamination, submit a final 
reimbursement claim within 120 days after they receive a closure letter on their site. For claims 
not received by the PECFA Program within 120 days of the date of this letter, interest costs after 
60 days of the date of this letter will not be eligible for PECFA reimbursement. 

Please be aware that the case may be reopened pursuant to s. NR 726.09, Wis. Adrn. Code, if 
additional information regarding site conditions indicates that contamination on or from the site 
poses a threat to public health, safety, or welfare or to the environment.
