Structural impediments existing at the time of clean-up made complete
remediation of the discharges impracticable. Petroleum contaminated soil may
remain at this property along the south wall of the building, currently
identified as the "Bridge Plant", located on the above-described property.
Pursuant to the requirements of s. 144.76, Wis. Stats., any future subsurface
work in this location which removes the structural impediments which currently
exist shall provide for investigation of the degree and extent of petroleum
contamination. To the extent contamination is found at that time, the
Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources shall be immediately notified and
the contamination shall be properly treated or disposed of in accordance with
applicable laws.
