Dear Mr. Tooke:

On June 1, 1998, the above-named site was reviewed by the West Central Region Closeout
Committee for a determination as to whether or not the case qualified for close out under
ch. NR 726, Wis. Adm. Code. '

Based on the investigative and remedial documentation which you provided to the Department,
the Department granted conditional closure status to the site on June 2, 1998, contingent upon
your placement of a deed restriction on the property and proper abandonment of the site’s
potable well. On July 27, 1998, the Department received a copy of the recorded deed
restriction, and on July 1, 1998, the Department received written notification that the site's
potable well had been properly abandoned. The Department therefore considers the case
"closed," having determined, pursuant to ch. NR 726, Wis. Adm. Code, that no further action is
necessary at the site at this time. This closure is specific to only the eastern portion of your
property as referenced above.

In addition, | have the following comments related to your ongoing investigation related to the
western portion of the Tarco South property:

1. The new BRRTS tracking case number assigned to the active western portion of the site
is Case# 02-32-193644. Please refer to this case number in all future correspondence
related to the investigation of the western portion of the site.

2. As referenced in my letter to you dated June 19,1998, you are required to construct
additional groundwater monitoring wells to determine the degree and extent of the VOC
groundwater contamination emanating form the western portion of your site. In-addition,
you are to sample private potable wells which exist downgradient of your site, and
abandon the existing private wells which exist on the western portion of your site. In my
letter dated June 19, 1998, | requested that you submit a workplan identifying how you
will address these requirements, and committing to a schedule for their completion within
ten days of the effective date of that letter

WHEREAS, Tarco South, Incorporated, is the owner of the above-described property.

WHEREAS, trichloroethene contaminated groundwater' above NR 140 enforcement standards exists on this property at the following
location: MW-1, which was located approximately 578 feet south of the northern property line and 109 feet west of the east property
line, had a trichloroethene concentration of 22 ppb on April 14, 1998. The attached figure illustrates the location of MW-1 and the
distribution of trichloroethene. .

WHEREAS, it is the desire and intention of the prof)erty owner to impose on the property restrictions which will make it unnecessary -
to conduct additional soil or groundwater remediation activities on the property at the present time.

WHEREAS, natural attenuation has been approved by the Department of Natural Resources to remediate groundwéter exceeding ch.
NR 140 groundwater standards within the boundaries of this property.

WHEREAS, construction of wells where the water quality exceeds the drinking water standards in ch. NR 809 is restricted by ch. NR
811 and ch. NR 812. Special well constriction standards or water treatment requirements, or both, or well construction prohibitions
may apply.

NOW THEREFORE, the owner hereby declares that all of the property-described above is held and shall be held, conveyed or
encumbered, leased, rented, used, occupied and improved subject to the following limitation and restrictions:

Anyone who proposes to construct or reconstruct a well on this property is required to contact the Department of Natural
Resources’ Bureau of Drinking Water and Groundwater, or it’s successor agency, to determine what specific prohibitions or

requirements are applicable, prior to constructing or reconstructing a well on this property.: No well may be constructed or
reconstructed on this property unless applicable requirements are met.

This restriction is hereby declared to be a covenant running with the land and shall be fully binding upon all persons acquiring the
above-described property whether by descent, devise, purchase or otherwise. This restriction benefits and is enforceable by, the
Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, its successors or assigns. This Department, its successors or assigns, may initiate

proceedings at law or in equity against any person or persons who violate or are proposing to violate this covenant, to prevent the
proposed violation or to recover damages for such violation.
