On April 12, 2007, the Department issued a “Remedial Action Closure with Land Use Limitations or Conditions
and Transfer of Case to Waste and Materials Management Program.” On January 16, 2008, the Department
issued a letter rescinding the transfer of the case to the Waste and Materials Management Program and
requesting that site wells be abandoned.

On November 25, 2008, the Department received correspondence indicating that monitoring wells OW-144 (DNR
ID #130) and OW-146 (DNR ID #134) have been properly abandoned. As stated in the Department’s April 12,
2007 letter, monitoring well OW-145 (DNR ID #132) is currently being utilized as an upgradient monitoring well at
Fire Training Burn Pit #1, an adjacent remediation site; therefore, OW-145 was retained for that purpose. Based
on the correspondence and data provided, the Department considers this case closed and no further investigation
or remediation is required at this time. The land use limitations or conditions outlined in the Department's April
12, 2007, Remedial Action Closure letter remain in effect,

Dear Mr. Balliett:

On December 14, 2006, the West Central Region Closure Committee of the Department of Natural
Resources (Department) Remediation and Redevelopment program reviewed the above referenced
case for closure of the ongoing remedial action. On April 12, 2007, the Department issued a “Remedial
Action Closure with Land Use Limitations or Conditions and Transfer of Case to Waste and Materials
Management Program.” The letter stated, in part, that “. . . the owner or operator of the solid waste site
or facility must still abide by any conditions required by the Department’'s Waste and Materials
Management program and/or the NR 500 rule series, Wis. Adm. Code, as long as any waste materials
remain in place.” The file was then transferred to the Department's Waste and Materials Management
program. Since that time, new Department guidance has been issued clarifying programmatic
responsibility for certain waste sites, and the decision to transfer the above case has been rescinded.

MONTORING WELL ABANDONMENT

The land use limitations or conditions outlined in the Department’s April 12, 2007, letter remain in effect.
However, the Department does not intend to require any specific conditions for monitoring and
maintenance beyond those requirements. Therefore, monitoring wells OW-144 (DNR ID#130) and
OW-146 (DNR ID#134) must be properly abandoned in compliance with ch. NR 141, Wis. Adm. Code.
Documentation of well abandonment must be submitted to me on DNR Form 3300-005, found at
http://dnr.wi.gov/org/water/dwg/forms/3300005.pdf.

PLEASE NOTE: As stated in the Department’s April 12, 2007, letter, monitoring well OW-145
(DNR ID#132) is being utilized as an upgradient monitoring well at Fire Training Burn Pit #1, an

- adjacent remediation site to the west of Landfill #7. Monitoring well OW-145 should be retained
for this purpose. '

Please satisfy these requirements within 60 days of the date of this letter. If these requirements have
not been met, your site will be reopened, and additional remedial actions may be necessary by you to
eliminate the need for these requirements. ‘

On December 14, 2006, the West Central Region Closure Committee of the Department of
Natural Resources (Department) Remediation and Redevelopment program reviewed the above
referenced case for closure of the ongoing remedial action. This committee reviews
environmental remediation cases for compliance with state laws and standards to maintain
consistency in the closure of remediation cases.

Based on the correspondence and data provided, it appears that your case meets the
requirements of ch. NR 726 of the Wisconsin Administrative Code. The Department’s
Remediation and Redevelopment Program considers this remedial work complete and no
further remedial investigation or remediation is required at this time. This determination is the
final step in returning regulatory oversight for monitoring and long-term care of a solid
waste site or facility to the Department’s Waste and Materials Management Program.
You should understand that while a closure determination for the current investigation
and remediation can be issued by the Department’s Remediation and Redevelopment
program, the owner or operator of the solid waste site or facility must still abide by any
conditions required by the Department’s Waste and Materials Management program
and/or the NR 500 rule series, Wis. Adm. Code, as long as any waste materials remain in
place.

Please be aware that pursuant to s. 292.12 Wisconsin Statutes, compliance with the
requirements of this letter is a responsibility to which the current property owner and any
subsequent property owners must adhere. If these requirements are not followed or if additional
information regarding site conditions indicates that contamination on or from the site poses a
threat to public health, safety, welfare, or the environment, the Department may take
enforcement action under s. 292.11 Wisconsin Statutes to ensure compliance with the specified
requirements, limitations or other conditions related to the property or this case may be
reopened pursuant to s. NR 726.09, Wis. Adm. Code. It is the Department’s intent to conduct
inspections in the future to ensure that the conditions included in this letter including compliance
with referenced maintenance plans are met.

Pursuant to s. 292.12(2)(a), Wis. Stats., the soil cover that currently exists in the location shown
on the attached map shall be maintained in compliance with the attached maintenance plan in
order to minimize the infiltration of water and prevent additional groundwater contamination that
would violate the groundwater quality standards in ch. NR 140, Wis. Adm. Code, and to prevent
direct contact with residual waste that might otherwise pose a threat to human health.

The following activities are prohibited on any portion of the property where a soil cover is
required as shown on the attached map, unless prior written approval has been obtained from
the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources: 1) removal of the existing barrier; 2)
replacement with another barrier; 3) excavating or grading of the land surface; 4) filling on
capped or paved areas; 5) plowing for agricultural cultivation; or 6) construction or placement of
a building or other structure.

Any future redevelopment of this property will need to take into consideration the presence of
waste materials and will require the Department to issue an exemption to build on a historic fill
site, prior to the start of any construction activities. Please refer to our guidance document,
“Development at Historic Fill Sites and Licensed Landfills,” PUB-RR-683. Any soils or waste
material that are removed and/or excavated as part of a redevelopment or other on-site
activities need to be handled as waste and disposed of properly.

Your site will be listed on the DNR Remediation and Redevelopment GIS Registry of Closed
Remediation Sites. Information that was submitted with your closure request application will be
included on the GIS Registry. To review the sites on the GIS Registry web page, visit
http://dnr.wi.gov/org/aw/rr/gis/index.htm. Because your property is listed on the GIS Registry
due to remaining contamination, if you intend to construct or reconstruct a well, you will need
prior Department approval in accordance with s. NR 812.09(4)(w), Wis. Adm. Code. To obtain
approval, Form 3300-254 needs to be completed and submitted to the DNR Drinking and
Groundwater program’s regional water supply specialist. This form can be obtained on-line
http://www.dnr.state wi.us/org/water/dwa/3300254 .pdf or at the web address listed above for the
GIS Registry.

Your responsibilities for the long-term care of this solid waste site, based upon your ownership
of the site, will remain intact. You will be required to conduct any monitoring and maintenance
of the site deemed necessary by the Waste and Materials Management program. It should be
noted that Monitoring well OW-145 is being utilized as an upgradient monitoring well at
Fire Training Burn Pit #1, an adjacent remediation site to the west of Landfill #7. In the
event that monitoring at Landfill #7 is discontinued prior to closure of Fire Training Burn
Pit #1, monitoring well OW-145 should be retained for this purpose.

Brian Kalvelage will be the project manager for any remaining monitoring and long-term care
that may be required under solid waste management rules, in accordance with the NR 500 rule
series, Wis. Adm. Code. If you have any questions regarding future monitoring and long term
care requirements, please contact Brian Kalvelage at (608) 785-9983.

Introduction:

This document is the Maintenance Plan for a gravel cover at the above referenced property in
accordance with the requirements of s. NR 724.13(2), Wisconsin Administrative Code. The
maintenance activities relate to the gravel surface that completely covers Closed Landfill 7 and
the underlying waste. The gravel surface is currently used for vehicle parking and staging of
heavy equipment. The location of Closed Landfill 7, over which the gravel surface is to be
maintained, is identified in the attached maps (Exhibit A).

Cover Purpose

The gravel surfaces over the waste serve as a barrier to prevent direct human contact with the
waste that might otherwise pose a threat to human health. Based on the current and future use of
the property, the barrier should function as intended unless disturbed.

Annual Inspection

The gravel surface overlying the waste will be inspected once a year, normally in the spring after
all the snow and ice is gone, for disturbance or other potential problems that can cause exposure
of underlying soils or waste. The inspections will be performed to evaluate damage due to
settling, exposure to the weather and wear from traffic and other factors. Any area where soils or
wastes have become or are likely to become exposed will be documented. A log of the
inspections and any repairs will be maintained by the property owner and is included as Exhibit
B, Cap Inspection Log. The log will include recommendations for necessary repair of any areas
where underlying soils or waste are exposed. Once repairs are completed, they will be
documented in the inspection log. A copy of the inspection log will be kept on file at the site’s
Owner/Operator address shown below and sent to the Wisconsin Department of Natural
Resources (WDNR) upon request.

Maintenance Activities

If problems are noted during the annual inspections or at any other time during the year, repairs
will be scheduled as soon as practical and funding will be sought to complete repairs. This plan
1s subject to the provisions of the Anti-Deficiency Act and repairs will be conducted as soon as
funding is available. Repairs can include filling operations necessary as a result of the



aforementioned wear factors as well as any repairs due to unforeseen events such as a spill
response. If necessary maintenance or response activities expose the underlying soil or waste,
the owner must inform maintenance workers of the direct contact exposure hazard and provide
them with appropriate personal protection equipment (PPE). The owner must also sample any
soil that is excavated from the site prior to disposal to ascertain if contamination exists. The soil
must be treated, stored and disposed of off-site by the owner in accordance with applicable local,
state and federal law.

In the event the gravel surfaces overlying the waste are removed or replaced, any replacement
barrier will be subject to the same maintenance and inspection guidelines as outlined in this
Maintenance Plan unless indicated otherwise by the WDNR or its successor.

The property owner, in order to maintain the integrity of the gravel and soil surfaces, will
maintain a copy of this Maintenance Plan on-site and make it available to all interested parties
(i.e., on-site employees, contractors, future property owners, etc.) for viewing.

Amendment or Withdrawal of Maintenance Plan

This Maintenance Plan can be amended or withdrawn by the property owner and its successors
with the written approval of WDNR.
